The present edition is in strict conformity with the latest revised syllabus of ‘CBSE
Delhi’.

The subject-matter of each chapter has been thoroughly revised keeping in view the
allocation of marks to each portion of the new syllabus.

Each chapter begins with a clear statement of pertinent definitions, principles and
theorems together with illustrative and descriptive material.

Each chapter closes with the ‘summary’ of important formulae covered in that
chapter.

It has large number of solved problems to illustrate and amplify the theory and also
to bring into sharp focus those fine points without which the student continually
feels himself on unsafe ground.

It has large number of unsolved problems with answers to serve as a complete revi-
sion of the material in each chapter.

A new feature ‘Working Rules for Solving Problems’ has been introduced. This
would help the students to tackle various types of problems more confidently.

The problems, which are comparatively harder, are provided with suitable hints.
The author has not desired to dishearten the students by incorporating very tedious
problems, which are not expected from the students of +2 level.

Keeping in view the present trend of examination papers, each exercise in the book
has been divided into three parts containing :

— Very Short Answer Type Questions

— Short Answer Type Questions

— Long Answer Type Questions

Problems from NCERT textbooks have also been included in the book.

To protect the interest of science students, special sections ‘Additional Material’
and ‘Additional Questions’ have also been added at the end of each chapter. This
would give them a feel of the standard of questions being asked in Engg. entrance
examinations.

It has ‘Bank of Questions’ containing five Model Test Papers.

I firmly believe that there is always scope for improvement. Suggestions and comments
from worthy teachers would be gratefully received and duly acknowledged. I also wish to take
the opportunity to express my gratitude to the staff of the Laxmi Publications for their splendid
coordination.

The best way to learn mathematics is by ‘reading and writing’ and not by ‘reading’
only. The students are strongly advised to develop the habit of writing solutions. This practice
will help them in reproducing the material in their examinations confidently.
